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TECH SEEKS 15TH STRAIGHT VICTORY ON THE SEA-
SON THURSDAY AT HARDING

The 24th-ranked Arkansas Tech Golden Suns are
set to conclude its two-game Gulf South Conference road
swing Thursday when they travel to Searcy, Ark., to face
Harding (12-4, 2-1 GSC) in a 5:30 p.m. match-up at Rhodes
Fieldhouse on the Harding campus. The game is the first of a
doubleheader as the Tech men will host the Harding men at
7:30 p.m. Thursday’s game is the fourth of 14 GSC games
this season and the Golden Suns enter its second GSC road
contest as the second hottest team in the GSC as they have
won 14 straight games to raise its record to 14-2 overall on
the season and are 3-0 in the GSC play after opening with
home victories over Henderson State (79-56), Christian
Brothers (78-70) and collecting a 94-53 win last Saturday at
Southern Arkansas. Tech’s 14-game winning streak is the
longest for Tech since winning 15 consecutive games during
the 1999-00 season and is the third longest in Tech’s Division
II tenure. Tech hasn’t lost a game since falling 75-66 to
Southeastern Oklahoma on Nov. 17 at the Northeastern State
RiverHawks/Comfort Inn Classic in Tahlequah, Okla. In fact,
Tech lost its first two games of the season before beginning
the streak. During its 14-game winning streak, Tech is aver-
aging 86.5 points per game and has a victory margin of 31.3
points per game. During its winning streak, Tech has held
seven of its opponents under 55 points, including limiting
Rhema Bible to 24 points on Nov. 20, which is the fewest
amount of points ever allowed in the program’s 31-year histo-
ry and has scored at least 75 points in 14 of its 16 games,
including 12 straight games of scoring at least 75 points. On
the season, Tech is 10-0
at home and has won 14
straight games in Tucker
Coliseum since losing 60-
55 last season to Delta
State and is 4-2 away
from home on the season,
but has won four straight
games on the road since
the opening weekend
losses. Tech enters its
31st season of competi-
tion under the direction of
first-year head coach
Dave Wilbers, who took
over the reigns of the
program this past April
after Todd Schaefer left Tech to become the Associate Head
Coach at the University of Cincinnati. In Schaefer’s second
and final season at Tech, the Golden Suns finished with a 22-
10 overall record and advanced to the NCAA Division II
Tournament for the first time since 2003. Tech fell in the sec-
ond round of the South Regional to Delta State, 43-40. Along
the way last season, Tech finished with an 11-3 mark in the
GSC West Division and finished as the GSC Tournament run-
ners-up. Tech enters the weekend as the fourth all-time win-
ningest NCAA D-II women’s basketball program with 757 wins
and has compiled a 757-204 (.788 winning percentage) all-
time record. Wilbers’ first team returns three starters and
eight letterwinners from last season and has added seven
newcomers, including three NCAA Division I transfers.

Meanwhile, Harding enters Thursday’s contest with

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Tech sporting a 12-4 overall
record and a 2-1 mark in the GSC
and has won nine of its last 11
games, with the only two losses
coming at North Alabama (77-74)
and at No. 2 ranked Delta State
(70-58) last Thursday. The Lady
Bisons are fresh off an 87-61 win
last Saturday at home over
Ouachita Baptist and also own a
GSC win this season over
Arkansas-Monticello (68-60). The
Lady Bisons are 6-0 at home this
season and have won 16 of its
last 19 home contests dating to
last season, including seven
straight since losing to Tech on
Feb. 15, 2007. Harding, who was
picked to finish third in the
Preseason GSC West Division
Coaches’ Poll, returns four starters,
including Preseason All-GSC West
Division forward Catherine
McMenamy, and six letterwinners
from last season’s 19-10 squad
that finished 8-6 in the GSC West
Division. The Lady Bisons qualified
for its first-ever GSC Tournament
appearance last year and lost in
the quarterfinal round to Valdosta
State. Harding Head Coach Tim
Kirby is in his third season with
the Lady Bisons and has compiled
a 43-29 overall record and is 14-
19 in GSC contests.

TECH SEEKING 15TH CON-
SECUTIVE VICTORY

Tech enters Thursday’s
game with Harding seeking its
15th consecutive victory as the
Golden Suns have won 14 straight
games since opening the season
with two consecutive losses. The
current 14-game winning streak is
the third longest in the program’s
Division II era and the longest
since winning 15 games during
the 1999-00 season. The longest
winning streak in the D-II era is
19 consecutive victories set dur-
ing the 1996-97 campaign.

TECH SEEKING SECOND
STRAIGHT 4-0 START IN GSC
PLAY

The Golden Suns enter
Thursday’s game with Harding
seeking its second straight 4-0
start in league play and just its
fourth since joining the GSC in
1996. Tech has started 3-0 for
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the fourth time in 13 years in the
league.

SCOUTING THE GOLDEN SUNS

The Golden Suns, who are
ranked 24th in this week’s USA
Today/ESPN WBCA D-II Coaches’
Top 25 Poll, enter the week as the
second hottest team in the league
as Tech is riding a 14-game win-
ning streak, only Delta State’s cur-
rent 15-game winning streak is
better. Tech enters this season
with high expectations of returning
to the NCAA D-II Tournament for
the second consecutive season and
eighth time in school history.
Tech’s 2007-08 team features a
nice balance of experience (six
returning letterwinners and three
starters) and newness (seven new-
comers, including four transfers
and a new coach). The Golden
Suns roster features four seniors,
four juniors, three sophomores and
three freshmen. Tech is in its 31st
season of basketball and is one of
10 NCAA D-II programs with 700-
plus victories as Tech has a 757-
204 combined record.

after 16 games is junior forward Amanda Grappe
(Benton, Ark.). Grappe, who has been named the GSC
West Division Player of the Week twice this season, is
averaging 15.9 points per game and is pulling down 7.4
rebounds per contest and is shooting 49 percent from
the field and 77 percent (84-for-109) from the free
throw line. On the season, Grappe, who was a
Preseason All-GSC West Division selection, has had
three double-doubles and has reached double figures in
scoring 13 times, including 11 times in her last 12
games and over the past five games, she is averaging
12.4 points and 7.2 rebounds per game and is shooting
47 percent from the field. In addition to Grappe, senior
forward Krishna Baker (Little Rock, Ark.), this week’s
GSC West Division Player of the Week, is averaging
13.2 points, 6.9 rebounds and 1.2 blocks per game and
is shooting 49 percent from the floor and has reached
double digits in 11 of Tech’s 16 games, including tally-
ing a career-high 34 points and adding 10 rebounds in
Tech’s win last Saturday over Southern Arkansas, while
senior 6-foot-4 center Ruby Vaden (Blytheville, Ark.),
a transfer from the University of Arkansas and a
McDonald’s All-American as a high school senior at
Osceola [Ark.] H.S. and a GSC West Division Player of
the Week this season, is averaging 12.8 points, 9.8
rebounds and 2.4 blocks per game and is shooting 61

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percent from the floor. Vaden, who has had nine dou-
ble-digit scoring games and five double-doubles, includ-
ing four double-doubles in her last five games, is aver-
aging 18.6 points, 12.6 rebounds and 3.0 blocks per
game over her five games. Other key performers for
Tech include junior forward Anna Baran (Rzeszow,
Poland), sophomore guard Ashley Grappe (Benton,
Ark.) and senior forward Daiane Domingos. Baran, a
transfer from American University, is averaging 9.3
points and 4.3 rebounds per game and is shooting 45
percent from the floor and 42 percent from the 3-point
line. Baran has reached double digits in eight games
this season, while Grappe, Amanda’s twin sister, is
averaging 8.3 points, 5.7 assists and 2.7 steals per
game and is shooting 58 percent from the floor and has
reached double figures in three straight games, includ-
ing posting a double-double of 11 points and a career-
high 13 assists in her last game against Southern
Arkansas. Over the past five games, Grappe is averag-
ing 11.4 points, 2.4 rebounds, 6.8 assists and 3.4
steals per game and is shooting 78 percent from the
field. Domingos is averaging 7.3 points and 4.5
rebounds per game and is shooting 45 percent from the
floor and has had five double-digit scoring efforts on
the season. As a team, Tech is averaging 82.3 points,
which is second in the league and is tied for the league
lead in field goal shooting at 50 percent and is outre-
bounding its foes by 10.3 boards per game, which is
second-best in the league. On defense, Tech is allow-
ing its opponents to score 56.6 points, which is fifth in
the league and is limiting them 34 percent shooting
from the field, which is second in the league.

play - Montevallo, West Alabama, TAMU-International
and North Alabama. Harding went 4-1 against those
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opponents, losing only to North Alabama, while Tech
went 5-0 against those same four opponents, including
posting two wins against West Alabama. On the season,
Harding, who owns a victory this season against NCAA
Division I foe, Central Arkansas, is averaging 81.2 points
per game, which is second in the GSC and is shooting
46 percent from the field, which is third in the latest
GSC statistics and is outscoring its foes by 14.4 points
per game. The Lady Bisons have scored 80 or more
points in nine games and is 9-0 when scoring 80 or
more points. In addition, Harding is shooting 36 percent
from the three-point line and 65 percent at the free
throw line. On defense, the Lady Bisons are allowing its
opponents to score 66.9 point per game and shoot 38
percent from the field and 28 percent from long distance
and is averaging 11.1 steals per game.

Leading the way for Harding is freshman guard
Lakyn Garrison. Garrison is averaging 13.2 points,
3.2 rebounds and 5.1 assists and 1.6 steals per game
and is shooting 49 percent from the field and 39 percent
from the 3-point line. She has had 14 double-digit scor-
ing efforts on the season and is coming off a 15 point,
six assist effort against Ouachita Baptist. In addition to
Garrison, junior forward Catherine McMenamy is
averaging 12.7 points, 5.4 rebounds and 2.3 assists
per game and is shooting 43 percent from the field
and 71 percent at the foul line, while sophomore for-
ward Stacey Owens, a native of Russellville, is aver-
aging 12.1 points and 7.0 rebounds off the bench for
the Lady Bisons and is shooting 53 percent from the
floor and 46 percent from long distance and sopho-
more guard Kelsea Lyda is averaging 10.3 points and
is shooting 40 percent from the field and 77 percent
from the free throw line. Other key performers for
Harding are senior guard Kinsey Tucker, senior for-
ward Kristen Donnell and sophomore guard Kaitlin
May. Tucker is averaging 7.8 points, 2.6 rebounds
and 3.3 steals per game, while Donnell is averaging
6.8 points and 6.4 rebounds per game and is shooting
44 percent from the floor and 50 percent from down-
town and May is averaging 5.6 points and 3.1
rebounds per contest and is shooting 49 percent from
the field and 71 percent from the charity stripe.

TECH-HARDING SERIES

Thursday’s match-up with Harding marks the
43rd meeting in the series that dates to 1984. Tech
leads the all-time series, 41-1 and has won 20
straight games in the series since suffering its only
loss to the Lady Bisons (62-53) on Feb. 6, 1993 in
Searcy. Tech leads the series, 23-0 in Russellville
and leads 18-1 in Searcy. Since Harding joined the
GSC prior to the 2000-01 season, Tech is 12-0
against the Lady Bisons.

TECH IN GULF SOUTH CONFERENCE OPENERS
Tech’s GSC opener with Henderson State this
season marked the sixth time that the Golden Suns
have opened league play at home and are 5-1 in
league openers at Tucker Coliseum. Tech, who col-
lected a 79-56 win in this year’s opener over
Henderson State, has won six of its last eight league

The Golden Suns are enter-
ing its 13th season in the GSC and
since joining the NCAA Division II
league in 1996, Tech has compiled
a 132-51 record (.721 winning per-
centage) and has gone 21-12 in
the league since the 2005-06 cam-
paign. Since joining the league,
Tech has compiled the second-best
best record in the league at 132-
51, including being 72-41 since the
beginning of the 2000-01 season.

29. In that game, Grappe shot 9-
for-11 from the field and 5-of-6
from the free throw line and added
three steals and a block in 26 min-
utes of action.

LAST GAME RECAP - SOUTHERN
ARKANSAS

MAGNOLIA, Ark.
(1/19/07) - In its last action, Tech
began a two-game road here last
Saturday as they collected a 94-53
victory over Southern Arkansas in
Gulf South Conference action at the
W.T. Watson Athletic Center.

Tech, who improved to 14-2
with the win and moved to 3-0 in
GSC play, used a 24-5 run over the
final seven minutes of the first half
to push out to a 54-23 halftime lead
and then cruised from that point to
earn its 14th consecutive victory.

“That was probably the best
game we've played all season,” Tech
Head Coach Dave Wilbers said.
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“We really did a good job at sharing
the basketball tonight. Our team
keeps getting better and better
every day.”

Tech got off to strong start
as they led 27-10 just a little over
10 minutes into the game. Tech’s
opening run was paced by eight
points from senior forward Krishna
Baker and seven points from senior
6-foot-4 center Ruby Vaden.

Following Tech’s opening
run, the Lady Muleriders used an 8-
2 run capped by a three-pointer
from Kristy Shinn to pull within 29-
18. That would be as close as the
Lady Muleriders would get though as
Tech began its 24-5 run to close out
the first half. Tech’s 24-5 run was
keyed by 15 points from Baker.

In the first half, Tech shot 61
percent from the field and had 18
assists and only two turnovers, while
SAU shot 31 percent from the floor
and 31 percent from the 3-point arc.

Baker, who had 22 points in
the first half, led Tech with a career-
high 34 points and added 10
rebounds, while Vaden finished the
game with 17 points and 10
rebounds. The double-double by
Vaden was her fourth in her last five
games and her fifth overall on the
season. The third Golden Sun to
record a double-double was sopho-
more guard Ashley Grappe, as she
had 13 points and a career-high 13
assists. The 13 assists were the
most recorded by a GSC player this
season.

In the second half, Tech’'s
lead grew to as much as 47 points at
85-38 with 6:07 left in the game fol-
lowing a lay-up by junior guard
Nikki Earles (Huntsville, Ark.).
Following Earles’ lay-up, the Lady
Muleriders outscored Tech, 15-9
thanks to five three-pointers to drop
the final margin to 41 points.

“"We jumped on them
(SAU) early tonight and we
were able to do that, we are a
hard team to beat,” the first-
year Tech coach said.

SAU (4-11 overall, 0-3
GSC) was paced offensively by
Blair Jordan’s 12 points, while
Goldie White, the GSC West
Division Freshman of the Year
last season, added 11 points
and Shinn chipped in with 10
points for the Lady Muleriders.

For the game, Tech shot 62
percent from the floor, 36 percent
from the 3-point line and 73 percent
at the free throw line and had 30
assists on its 39 made baskets.
Meanwhile, SAU finished the game
shooting 26 percent from the field
and 28 percent from long distance.

TECH OFFENSE IS SCORING
MACHINE

Through 16 games this sea-
son, the Golden Suns have scored
a GSC-best 1,317 points and are
averaging 82.3 points per game. If
this scoring keeps up, Tech is on
pace to set a new single-season
school mark for scoring average in
a season. The current single-sea-
son mark is 80.7 points per game,
which was set during the 1991-92
season, which was also the same
season that Tech set a new single-
season scoring mark with 2,904
points. Since joining the NCAA
Division II level in 1995, the most
points Tech has scored in a season
is 2,611, which occurred during the
1998-99 season. On the season,
Tech has scored 80 or more points
in eight games, including a season-
high 113 points against Rhema
Bible College. The eight 80-plus
point games are the most in a sea-
son since having 10 games with
80 or more points during the 1996-
97 season.

VADEN GETTING INTO A
GROOVE

Senior center Ruby Vaden
is beginning to get into a groove
and show why she was a
McDonald’s All-American as a high
school senior. Over the last five

games, Vaden has averaged 18.6
points and 12.6 rebounds per
game and has blocked 15 shots




(3.0 bpg) and is shooting 67 percent from the field.
During this five-game stretch, Vaden has post three
straight double-doubles and four double-doubles in
the five games. In addition, she pulled down a GSC
season-high 19 boards against Henderson State and
scored a career-high 25 points against West Alabama.
On the season, Vaden is averaging 12.8 points, 9.8
rebounds and 2.4 blocks per game and is shooting 61
percent from the field and has reached double-digits
in scoring in nine of her 12 games.

TECH IN SEASON OPENERS

On Friday, Nov. 16, Tech opened its 31st season
against Northeastern State and the Golden Suns are now
23-8 all-time in season openers after falling 58-40 to
NSU in Tahlequah, Okla. Tech entered this season’s
opener having lost three of its last four openers. This
year's season opener marked the second consecutive
season Tech has opened on the road and is 11-5 all-
time in road openers and is 12-3 in home season open-
ers.

AMANDA GRAPPE EARNS PRESEASON HONOR
FROM GSC

Amanda Grappe is nine games into her third
season at Tech and entered this season with high expec-
tations as the 6-foot junior forward was named a
Preseason All-GSC West Division selection. Grappe, who
was a First-Team All-GSC West Division selection and a
member of the GSC All-
Tournament Team last season,
earned the preseason honor after
averaging 11.6 points and 4.7
rebounds per game as a sopho-
more and shooting 48 percent
from the field. Grappe, who is
214 points shy of joining Tech’s
1,000-Point Club, enters the
Montevallo having posted four
career double-doubles and has
had 45 career double-digit scoring
efforts.

EXHIBITION RECAP

The Golden Suns got
ready for the regular season by
playing two exhibition contests,
including hosting a home exhibi-
tion game against Hendrix College
on Nov. 10.

Tech opened exhibition play with a 72-49 loss at
Missouri State on Nov. 4 and then collected an 80-50
victory in its final exhibition tuneup against Hendrix. In
the game against Hendrix, the Golden Suns struggled
with turnovers as they committed 30 for the game,
including 18 in the first half as Tech led just 33-25 at
the half. In the second half, Tech used 55 percent
shooting the field and 27-15 edge on the boards to post
the win.

In exhibition play, Tech struggled with turnovers
as they averaged 31.5 per contest and had a -4.5
turnover margin. In addition, Tech shot just 26 percent
(8-for-31) from the 3-point line and shot 57 percent
(17-for-30) from the foul line. The Golden Suns aver-
aged 64.5 points per game and allowed 61 points per
game and outrebounded its two foes by seven boards a
game (48-41) and blocked 19 shots (9.5 bpg) in two
games.

Krishna Baker led Tech offensively as she
scored 19 points in her lone contest against Hendrix
College, while Ruby Vaden averaged 13.5 points, 9.0
rebounds and 5.0 blocks per game. Amanda Grappe
was the third double-digit scorer as she averaged 12.5
points and 8.5 rebounds per game, but committed a
team-high 12 turnovers.

TECH IN JANUARY

Since beginning basketball in 1977, Tech has a
combined record of 215-54 (.799) all-time in the
month of January and is 50-25 in
the month since 2000. Since
joining the Division II level in
1996, Tech is 71-28 in the
month of January. Last season,
Tech went 5-2 in the first month
of the vyear and enters
Thursday’s game having won five
straight games in the month. In
addition, Tech is 114-16 (.877)
at home and is a combined 101-
38 (.727) away from home in
January.

Against the Lady Eagles, Smith set
a new single-game three-point
record as she connected on 8-of-9
treys enroute to scoring a career-
high 24 points. The eight three-
pointers bettered the old single-
game record of seven made three-
pointers set in 1994 by Dawn
Grell against Arkansas-
Monticello. On the season,
Smith is averaging 4.3 points
per game and is shooting a

HISTORY SET AGAINST
RHEMA BIBLE COLLEGE FOR
THE SECOND TIME ON SEA-
SON

For the second time this
season, Tech set several school
records in its game against
Rhema Bible on Jan. 8. In the
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Jan. 8 game, Tech set a
new school record for
margin of victory (80),
which bettered the old
record of 67 set earlier
this season against
Rhema Bible. In addi-
tion, Tech scored 113
points, which was one
shy of Tech's single-
game record for most
points scored in a game
and was its first 100-
point game since scor-
ing 102 points in 2002
against Southern
Arkansas and Tech
came two assists (35)
and two steals (26) shy
of setting new single-game records
in those statistics. In Tech’'s 91-24
win over Rhema Bible in Russellville
on Nov. 20, Tech held the Lady
Eagles to a school and GSC-record
24 points. The 24 points were the
fewest scored by a Tech opponent
since Christian Brothers scored 25
points in 2001. In addition,
Rhema’s 36 turnovers were most by
a Tech opponent since Minnesota-
Morris had 34 in 2000, while Tech’s
91 points were most scored by the
Golden Suns since scoring 90 points
against UCA in 2002.

HISTORY TIED AGAINST CHRIST-
IAN BROTHERS LAST SEASON

In Tech’s home win last season
over Christian Brothers on Feb. 8,
the Golden Suns tied its single-game
record for made three-pointers as
Tech hit 14 in its 72-52 win over the
Lady Buccaneers. Tech previously
hit 14 treys in a game in its 73-72
win over Harding on Jan. 26, 2006.
It was the seventh time last season

season that Tech hit at least 10
three-pointers in a game. In the
2006 game against Harding, Tech
set two single-game school records
as they connected on 14 three-
pointers, which bettered the old sin-
gle-game record of 12 set in 2000
against UAM. In addition, Tech set a
new single-game record for three-
point attempts as they attempted
35, which bettered the old record of
32 set earlier in the season against
Lane College. The 14 made treys
tied for the fifth-best in single-game
GSC history.

TECH BOOSTS TALL TEAM IN
2007-08

For the first time since the
2004-05 season, Tech will boost a
team this season that features
eight players that stand over 5-
foot-10. The 2004-05 team had
nine players that stood over 5-foot-
10. This season’s team has four
players that are listed over 6-foot
tall, including 6-foot-4 center Ruby
Vaden, who is the tallest person to
ever play women’s basketball at
Tech in the program’s history. The
other players listed at 6-foot or
better this season are 6-foot-1 for-
ward Krishna Baker, 6-foot-1 for-
ward Anna Baran, 6-foot forward
Amanda Grappe and Vaden. The
players on this season’s roster list-
ed over 5-foot-10 are 5-foot-10
guard Rachel Brazell, 5-foot-11
forward Daiane Domingos and 5-
foot-10 forward Jessica Piggott,
who is redshirting this season.

BRAZELL SUFFERS SEASON-
ENDING KNEE INJURY

In Tech’s 92-45 win over
Mid-America Christian on Nov. 27,
senior guard Rachel Brazell
(Mansfield, Texas) suffered a
season-ending knee injury just a
little over four minutes into the
contest. Brazell, who is a trans-
fer from American University,
was averaging 10.8 points per
game and was shooting 44 per-
cent from the field and 89 per-
cent at the free throw line prior
to suffering the injury. Brazell is
expected to return next season
to complete her playing career, if
she is able to receive a medical
hardship waiver from the NCAA.

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TECH NOTCHES 26TH 20-WIN
SEASON IN 2006-07

Tech ended last season with
22 victories, which was the pro-
gram’s 26th all-time 20-win season.
The Golden Suns earned its 20th win
last season over West Alabama in
the first round of the GSC
Tournament. Since beginning bas-
ketball in 1977, Tech has failed to
reach 20 wins four times, including
failing to reach the 20-win plateau in
three of the past four seasons.
Tech’s last 20-win season before this
last year occurred in 2002-03 when
the Golden Suns finished with a 29-4
record.

SENIOR TRANSFERS TO PLAY
IN 2007-08

This season’s Tech team
features two senior transfers from
NCAA Division I schools, guard
Rachel Brazell and center Ruby
Vaden. Brazell, a native of
Mansfield, Texas, comes to Tech
after playing last season at
American University in Washington,
D.C., while Vaden, a native of
Blytheville, Ark., will complete her
college career at Tech after playing
three seasons (2002-05) at the
University of Arkansas.

In her one season at
American, Brazell saw action in 32
games and shot 33 percent from
the field and a team-best 38 per-
cent from the 3-point line. Had a
career-high 14 points against Army
and in that same game, also hit a
career-best four three-pointers.
Prior to playing at American, which
is @ member of the Patriot League,
Brazell lettered for two seasons at
Midland [TX] College. At Midland,
Brazell, who averaged 15.5 points
per game and shot 47 percent from
the field, was named a First-Team
WIJAC and a NJCAA Region 5 selec-
tion and holds the school record
career three-pointers (137) and
career three-point shooting percent-
age (43 percent). As a high school
player at Mansfield Summit H.S.,
she was named a TGCA All-State
selection and a First-Team Dallas-
Fort Worth All-Area honoree after
averaging 14 points per gam,
shooting 43 percent from long dis-
tance and setting a new single-sea-
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son school and career three-point
mark (82 treys).

Vaden, who was a
McDonald’s and a Parade All-
American as a high school senior at
Osceola [Ark.] H.S., played three
seasons at Arkansas before being
sidelined due to a knee injury. With
the Lady Razorbacks, Vaden saw
action in 70 games and averaged
9.7 points and 5.6 rebounds per
game and was named an All-SEC
Freshman team selection. Her best
year with Arkansas came as a soph-
omore in 2003-04, as she was aver-
aging 11.8 points and 6.5 rebounds
per game and had recorded four
double-doubles before a foot injury
sidelined her after 20 games. As a
junior in 2004-05, she was averag-
ing 6.5 points and 3.9 rebounds per
game in 17 games before suffering
a season-ending torn knee ligament
at LSU on Jan. 25, 2005.

NEWCOMERS ABOUND THIS
SEASON

In addition to returning
eight players with playing experi-
ence from last season’s 22-10
squad, Wilbers has added seven
newcomers to this season’s team.
Among the newcomers are four
transfers (Brazell, Vaden, Baran
and Piggott) and three high school
players from the state of Arkansas
- guard Henriette Ellingsen
(Bergen, Norway/Fourche Valley
[Ark.] H.S.), guard Jamie
Sterrenberg (Cabot, Ark./Cabot
H.S.) and guard Courtney Sublett
(Hardy, Ark./Highland H.S.).

TECH IS A MINI-UNITED
NATIONS THIS SEASON

The Golden Suns could be
called a mini-United Nations this
season as they feature three players
and a coach from outside the U.S.
on its roster. It is the first time in
the program’s 31-year history that
Tech has had more than one player
from outside the continental U.S. on
its roster. The non-U.S. players on
its roster are - senior forward
Daiane Domingos (Sao Paulo,
Brazil), junior forward Anna Baran
(Rzeszow, Poland) and freshman
guard Henriette Ellingsen
(Bergan, Norway). Baran is the first
Golden Sun player from Eastern
Europe since Natasha Zacharova
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(Moscow, Russia) played here in 2001-02, while
Ellingsen attended high school the past three years at
Fourche Valley [Ark.].

AMANDA GRAPPE NEARING 1,000-POINT
PLATEAU

Amanda Grappe is in her third season with
the Golden Suns needing only 104 points to reach
Tech’s 1,000-Point Club and is only 86 rebounds shy
of becoming the 16th Golden Sun to record 500 career
rebounds. Grappe, who was a Preseason All-GSC
selection, enters this week'’s action having scored 896
career points (12.1 ppg) and pulled down 414
rebounds (5.6 rpg) and is a career 50 percent (312-

for-353) shooter from the free throw line.

BLOCKED SHOTS A PLENTY IN PRESEASON

Through 16 games this season, Tech is third in
the GSC in blocked shots with 61 and is averaging 3.8
blocks per game. Tech’s single-season mark of 150
blocks was set by the 1988-89 squad. Prior to begin-
ning this season, Tech blocked 19 shots (9.5 bpg) in
exhibition play, including recording 10 blocks in their
exhibition finale against Hendrix College. Since joining
the Division II era in 1996, the most blocked shots
Tech has recorded in a season came in 2002-03 when
the Golden Suns blocked 92 shots (2.8 bpg) in 33
games. Former Golden Sun Cindi Patton (1985-89)
holds the school’s single-season blocked shot mark as
she blocked 120 shots during the 1988-89 season. On
the season, Vaden leads the way with a team-best 29
blocks (2.4 bpg), while Baker has swatted away 19
shots (1.2 bpg).

DISHING THE BALL

Through 16 games this season, Tech has
dished out 311 assists and is averaging a league-best
19.4 assists per game, which is seventh nationally in
the latest NCAA D-II statistics. The Golden Suns have
had seven games this season with 20 or more assists,
including a season-high 35 against Rhema Bible
College on Jan. 8. Over its last five games, Tech has
had a total of 116 assists (23.2 apg). On the season,
Tech has had nine players record at least 10 assists
and six players record at least 20 assists. Ashley
Grappe leads the way with 85 assists (5.7 apg), while
Brittany Gottsponer has had 46 assists (2.9 apg),
Amanda Grappe has 37 assists (2.3 apg), Anna
Baran has had 29 assists (1.8 apg) and Krishna
Baker has dished out 26 assists (1.6 apg). The
school record for single-season assists is 728 (19.7
apg), which was set in 1988-89.

TECH AMONG D-II LEADERS IN FIVE STATISTI-
CAL CATEGORIES

Entering this week’s action, the Golden Suns
rank in the Top 15 nationally in Division II in seven
statistical categories - scoring, scoring margin, assists,
assist/turnover ratio, rebound margin, field goal per-
centage and field goal percentage defense. Tech is
tied for second in the latest D-II national statistics in
field goal percentage (49.5 percent), second in scoring
margin (+25.7 ppg), fourth in scoring offense (82.3
ppg), fifth in assist/turnover ratio (1.19) and is sixth
in assists (19.4 apg). In addition, Tech is 11th in
rebound margin (+10.3 rpg), 14th in field goal per-
centage defense (34.0 percent) and 25th in scoring
defense (56.6 ppg).

TECH’'S DEFENSE WAS AMONG NATION'S BEST
IN 2006-07

The Golden Suns finished last season as one of
the Top 15 field goal percentage defensive teams in all
of Division II. Tech limited their 32 opponents to 36.1
field goal percentage, which was second in the season-
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ending GSC statistics and 13th in
the final D-II national statistics.
Tech held 11 opponents under 33
percent shooting and allowed only
12 foes to shoot better than 40 per-

cent from the field. In the NCAA
South Regional in Fort Myers, Fla.,
Tech limited its two opponents to
37 percent field goal shooting,
including holding Delta State in the
semifinals to 32 percent shooting
from the field. In addition to limit-
ing opponents field goal shooting,
Tech’s defense also held its 32
opponents to 55.4 points per game,
which was fourth in the GSC and
17th nationally. On the season,
Tech held nine opponents under 50
points and allowed only five oppo-
nents to score more than 65 points
in @ game. Through 16 games this
season, Tech is limiting its foes to
35 percent shooting from the field,
which is second in the league and
18th nationally.

DRAINING THE THREE

Last season, Tech set new
single-season school records for
made three-pointers (243) and
three-point field goal attempts
(664). In addition, the 243 treys is
the second-best mark in GSC histo-
ry. Tech finished last season shoot-
ing 37 percent from the 3-point line,

in the latest GSC statistics.

THREE-POINT STREAK SNAPPED
AT 78 GAMES

For the first time in a game
since Feb. 5, 2005, against
Southern Arkansas, the Golden
Suns failed to hit a three-pointer in
its 78-70 win last Thursday against
Christian Brothers. That snapped a
78-game streak of hitting at least
one three-pointer in a game. The
streak started against Central
Arkansas on Feb. 7, 2005. During
the 78-game streak, Tech hit seven
or more three-pointers in 34 of
those 78 games. On the season,
Tech has hit 94 treys, including a
season-high and school-record 15
against Texas A&M-International
on Nov. 24. In addition, Tech has
hit at least five treys in 11 of 16
games on the season.

ALL-TIME TECH WINNING
STREAKS

Since beginning women'’s
basketball in 1977, Tech has had
winning streaks of seven games or
better 35 times, including a school-
best 31 game winning streak during
the 1991-92 season. Prior to this
season’s 14-game winning streak,
Tech’s last winning streak of seven
or more games occurred last sea-
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son, when the Golden Suns won
seven consecutive games. Tech’s
last winning streak before this sea-
son of 10 or more games occurred
during the 2002-03 season when
the Golden Suns won 13 consecu-
tive games.

BAKER LOOKING FOR MORE
THIS SEASON

Krishna Baker is in the
midst of her senior campaign and is
looking for more in 2007-08 after a
solid debut last season after trans-
ferring from UA-Fort Smith. In her
first season at Tech in 2006-07,
Baker, who earned Second-Team
All-GSC honors and was also select-
ed to the GSC All-Tournament
Team, was second on the team in
scoring at 11.3 points per game and
led the team in rebounding at 5.9
boards per game and shot 53 per-
cent from the field and 41 percent
(23-for-56) from the 3-point line.
Through 16 games this season,
Baker is averaging 13.2 points and

Tech, who earned
19 votes in last week’s poll to be
seventh among teams receiving
votes, jumped into this week’s rank-
ings at No. 24 after earning victo-
ries last week over Christian
Brothers and Southern Arkansas.
Tech opened the season by receiv-
ing 15 votes in the USA Today/ESPN
WBCA D-II Preseason Poll and then
didn’t make a return to receiving
votes until the last two polls prior to
this week. The Golden Suns are
one of four GSC schools ranked in
this week’s eighth poll. Delta State
climbs up to No. 1 this week, while
Valdosta State falls eight spots to
No. 13 and West Georgia jumps
eight spots to No. 17. In the pre-
season poll, Tech was one of three
GSC schools that were either ranked
or received votes as DSU was
ranked fifth, while VSU opened the
season ranked 11th.

The Golden Suns have won 89 percent of their
home games all-time, including winning at least 10
home games in a season 23 times and have gone unde-
feated at home 12 times. Last season, Tech was 10-5
at home and has lost more than five games at home
just once, 2004-05, when Tech went 7-6 in Tucker
Coliseum. Tech is 27-3 all-time in home openers and
they have won 22 of its last 23 home openers, with the
only loss coming last season to Central Missouri. Tech
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enters the weekend having won 14 straight games at
home since losing to Delta State on Jan. 25, 2007.

REBOUNDS, REBOUNDS AND MORE REBOUNDS
Through 16 games this season, Tech has been
strong on the glass as the Golden Suns have collected
683 rebounds and is averaging 42.7 boards per contest
and are outrebounding its foes by 10.3 boards, which is
second in the latest GSC statisics. On the season, Tech
has had 35 or more rebounds in 15 games and has had
40 or more boards in nine games, including collecting a
season-best 52 boards against St. Gregory’s. On the
season, five Golden Suns have collected 50-plus
rebounds, with Amanda Grappe having picked up a
team-best 118 boards, while Ruby Vaden has 117
boards and Krishna Baker has collected 111 boards.

TECH MAKES RETURN TO NCAA TOURNAMENT
Tech returned to the NCAA Division II
Tournament last season for the first time since the
2002-03 season when Tech lost in the South Regional
final to Central Arkansas at Tucker Coliseum. The NCAA
Tournament appearance was Tech’s seventh all-time
and has compiled a 12-7 record in NCAA Tournament
play, including finishing as National Runners-up in 1999.

TECH IN POSTSEASON PLAY

Tech enters the 2007-08 season having played
in 127 postseason games and have compiled a 93-33
overall postseason record. Tech is 12-7 in the NCAA
Tournament, 15-5 in the GSC Tournament and was
66-21 in NAIA postseason play. The Golden Suns won
back-to-back NAIA National Championships in 1992
and 1993 and was NCAA D-II runners-up in 1999.

ROAD HAS BEEN KIND TO GOLDEN SUNS
Since falling on the road last season at 13th-
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ranked Delta State (50-46), Tech
has won 15 of its last 20 games on
an opponents home courts, with the
only losses coming at Incarnate
Word, Florida Gulf Coast, Ouachita
Baptist and Delta State last sea-
son, along with Northeastern State
this season. The OBU loss last
season snapped a five-game road
winning streak for the Golden
Suns. Since the beginning of the
2000-01 season, Tech has a record
of 55-39 away from Tucker
Coliseum and is 27-15 in neutral
site games. In addition, Tech is
32-23 in GSC road games during

that same span and
has won eight of its
last 10 road GSC con-
tests, with only losses
coming last season at
Ouachita Baptist and
Delta State.

Since beginning basketball in
1977, Tech has won 757 of its 961
all-time games, which is fourth all-
time amongst the winningest
teams in NCAA D-II Basketball in
terms of wins and its .787 winning
percentage is third all-time in
NCAA D-II history. In fact, the 757
wins ranks in the Top 20 all-time
amongst all NCAA women'’s

Tech is one of 10 NCAA
Division II programs to win at least
700 games all-time as the Golden
Suns have won 757 all-time games.
The Golden Suns won their 700th
all-time game with an 87-48 victory
over Tougaloo on Dec. 11, 2004.
Tech is one 30 NCAA schools at all
levels to have won at least 700 bas-
ketball games all-time. Other mem-
bers of the D-II 700 Win Club are
Delta State (905), Bentley (795),
Cal Poly Pomona (769), Central
Missouri (744), East Stroudsburg
(741), Northern State (731), North
Dakota (725), Stonehill (706) and
Northern Kentucky (706).

Tech won back-to-back NAIA

onship in any sport in the school’s
history. The 1991-92 team were
dominant, winning 29 consecutive
games to close out the season.
Tech’s final 28 victories of the
season were all by a minimum of
10 points, including an 84-68 win
over Wayland Baptist in the
national championship game.

The Golden Suns were 31-
5 in 1992-93 while repeating as
national champions. Tech won
the NAIA title game 76-75 over
Union University. Tech point
guard Carin Pinion silenced the
crowd of 6,515, the most people to ever watch an
Arkansas Tech women’s basketball game, when she hit
the game-winning lay-up with three seconds remaining
in the contest.

NCAA TOURNAMENT SUCCESS

Since joining the NCAA Division II level at the
start of 1997-98, Tech has won 11 of its 17 NCAA
Tournament games and has made two appearances in
the NCAA Elite Eight, including finishing the 1998-99
season as national runner-up. The 1998-99 season
was Tech’s second year playing at the NCAA D-II level.
In the championship game in 1999, which was played
in Pine Bluff, Tech fell to North

the season ranked 74th overall in
Division II with an average atten-
dance of 519 fans per game. On
the season, Tech drew 7,787 fans
for its 15 game at Tucker
Coliseum last season. The D-II
national average was 485 fans
and Tech was one of 13 GSC
schools ranked in the Top 100 in
attendance. Washburn led D-II in
attendance with 2,764 fans, while
Northern State was second with
an average of 2,728 fans. The top
GSC team was Harding, who
ranked 24th overall with an aver-
age of 1,085 fans per game. Last
season, Tech averaged 626 fans per game and drew
6,882 fans in 11 home games.

WHAT IS A GOLDEN SUN, YOU ASK??

Tired of being referred to as the ‘Wonderettes’,
the female athletes of Arkansas Tech University held a
contest in the spring of 1975 to determine what their
mascot would be. Several names were nominated, but
in the end, the athletes selected Golden Suns as their
new mascot. The volleyball team in the fall of 1975
was the first squad to play under the Golden Suns,
which in the years since has become synonymous with
excellence in women’s intercollegiate athletics.

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head coach DAVE WILBERS

Dave Wilbers is in his first
season as the Head
Women’s Basketball Coach
at Arkansas Tech. Wilbers
was named the sixth-ever
coach in Tech’s 30-year
history in late April after
spending the past six years
as an assistant coach at Oral
Robert University in Tulsa,
Okla. Wilbers takes over
for former head coach
Todd Schaefer, who
resigned after two years at the helm of the Golden
Suns to accept the associate head coaching position at
the University of Cincinnati. Wilbers is joined on the
bench this season by third-year assistant coach Amy
White and first-year graduate assistant coach Julio
Cesar Pacheco Filho.

While at ORU, Wilbers served as the recruiting
coordinator and was responsible for recruiting three
straight heralded classes that helped the Golden Eagles
win two Mid-Con Tournaments championships, two
Mid-Con regular season titles and earn three postsea-
son berths, including two trips to the NCAA Division
I Women’s Basketball Tournament. In addition his
recruiting duties, Wilbers was responsible for practice
planning, game strategy, individual player skill devel-
opment, scheduling and coordinating ORU’s summer
and fall women’s basketball camps.

Prior to working at ORU, Wilbers, a native of]
Liberal, Kan., spent three seasons (1998-01) as an
assistant coach at the University of Missouri and
before that spent five seasons as an assistant women’s
basketball and head volleyball coach at Seward
County Community College (1993-98). While at
Seward, he helped the basketball team to a 143-21
overall record and four Jayhawk Western Division
championships. In volleyball, Wilbers led Seward to a
school record 54 wins in 1996 and a second place fin-
ish in the Jayhawk Conference Western Division.

The Tech coach began his collegiate coaching
career in 1992 at UMKC. Before jumping into col-
lege coaching, Wilbers spent one season (1991-92)
coaching basketball, softball and football at Welch
[OK] High School and spent one year (1990-91)
coaching basketball at Putnam City [OK] High
School.

Wilbers, who is a member of the Women’s
Basketball Coaches Association (WBCA), earned his
bachelors degree in social studies and physical educa-
tion from Oklahoma Christian University in 1991
and received his masters degree in educational admin-
istration from Fort Hays [KS] State University in
1997. While in school at Oklahoma Christian,
‘Wilbers was a catcher on the school’s baseball team.

He is married to the former Christina Urton of]
Hinton, Okla., and the couple are the parents of a
daughter, Bailey (8) and a son, Brett (3).
