The University of West Florida volleyball team claimed its first Gulf South Conference championship with a 3-0 win over

North Alabama in the GSC Tournament final on Saturday night. The Argonauts advanced to the finals after a 3-0 sweep over
Harding in the semifinals on the same day. UWF will advance to the NCAA Tournament with an automatic berth and will await the
bracket announcement for the times and location.

Senior Luciana Rapach (Porto Alegre, Brazil/Iowa Western CC) was named the tournament’s Most Outstanding Player,
and she was joined on the GSC All-Tournament team by two teammates, senior Madeline Gonzalez (Bayamon, Puerto Rico/
Hillsborough CC) and sophomore Kara Gonzalez (St. Augustine, Fla./St. Augustine HS).

UWF defeated GSC East Division rival North Alabama in the finals 25-14, 25-21, 25-21. Junior Patricia Gandolfo (Porto
Alegre, Brazil/Missouri State-West Plains CC) led UWF hitting .389 with seven kills, and sophomore Jamie Nichols (Crawfordville,
Fla./Wakulla HS) added nine kills as well. Madeline Gonzalez tallied 27 assists in the final game, and three UWF players reached
double digits in digs, led by senior Jerica Carter (Gainesville, Fla./Gainesville HS) who had 16. Gandolfo was dominant at the net,
tallying three solo blocks and two assisted.

Rapach was on fire in the semifinal 25-21, 25-14, 25-20 win over Harding, hitting .643 with a double-double of 10 kills and
a team-high 16 digs.
